Mraz's bowed melody on "My Funny Valentine" is a
highlight. Makowicz playfully quotes a short phrase from "Fiddler On the Roof" during his "Lady
Is a Tramp" solo. Alan Dawson, one of the most consistently tasteful and solidly swinging
drummers in jazz, is also on his game here. If you like jazz piano trios and classic tunes, it
