Jeff Beck is represented
with "New York City Blues," "Steeled Blues," "The Train Kept A Rollin'," and a band-track-only
outtake of "The Nazz Are Blue," under its original working title of "Jeff's Blues." The final two
tracks with Page are taken from a London studio session backing Sonny Boy Williamson. If you
have a decent Yardbirds collection, you probably have most of these elsewhere. ---Cub Koda,
