Bing Crosby was born Harry Lillis Crosby, Jr. in Tacoma, Washington, the fourth of seven
children of Catherine Helen "Kate" (Harrigan) and Harry Lowe Crosby, a brewery bookkeeper.
He was of English and Irish descent. Crosby studied law at Gonzaga University in Spokane but
was more interested in playing the drums and singing with a local band. Bing and the band's
piano player, Al Rinker, left Spokane for Los Angeles in 1925. In the early 1930s Bing's brother
Everett sent a record of Bing singing "l Surrender, Dear" to the president of CBS. His live
performances from New York were carried over the national radio network for 20 consecutive
weeks in 1932. His radio success led Paramount Pictures to include him in The Big Broadcast
(1932), a film featuring radio favorites. His songs about not needing a bundle of money to make
life happy was the right message for the decade of the Great Depression. His relaxed, low-key
style carried over into the series of "Road" comedies he made with pal Bob Hope. He won the
best actor Oscar for playing an easygoing priest in ldac moja droga (1944). He showed that he
was indeed an actor as well as a performer when he played an alcoholic actor down on his luck
opposite Grace Kelly in Dziewczyna z prowincji (1954). Playing golf was what he liked to do
best. He died at age 74 playing golf at a course outside Madrid, Spain, after completing a tour of
England that had included a sold-out engagement at the London Palladium. --- Dale O'Connor,

W ciggu trawajgcej ponad 50 lat kariery nagrat niezliczong ilos¢
piosenek, z ktérych wiele byto przebojami, chetnie do dnia dzisiejszego odtwarzanymi w
stacjach radiowych - jak choc¢by nie$miertelne "White Christmas". Od momentu debiutu w
potowie lat 20-tych, wspétpracowat z najwybitniejszymi muzykami swoich czaséw, m.in. z
Duke'm Ellingtonem, Louisem Armstrongiem czy wreszcie Paulem Whitmanem. Dzigki temu
ostatniemu pojawit sie po raz pierwszy na ekranie - jako wokalista jego stynnej orkiestry w filmie
"Krél jazzu" [1930]. W latach 40. i 50. zaliczany byt do najbardziej kasowych gwiazd Hollywood.
Najwiekszg popularnos¢ przyniést mu udziat w komediowej serii "Droga do... [1940-1962], w
ktorym tworzyt zabawny duet z Bobem Hope. Jednym z najwazniejszych tytutow nakreconych
przez Crosbego jest "ldac moja droga" [1944]. Swietnie zagrana rola ojca Chucka O'Malleya w
tym komedio-dramacie przyniosta Bingowi Oskara. Przez Akademie Filmowa byt nominowany
jeszcze dwukrotnie: za "Dzwony panny Marii" [1945] i "Dziewczyne z prowincji" [1954]. Z poéréd
ponad 70 pozycji kinowych, w ktérych wystapit warto jeszcze wymienic takie klasyczne hity jak:
"Swiateczna goraczka" [1942] [ z Fredem Astaire'm], "Jankes na dworze kréla Artura" [1949],
"Najwieksze widowisko swiata" [1952], "White Christmas " [1954], "Wyzsze sfery" [1956]i
"Najwyzszy czas" [1960]. Zmart na atak serca w wieku 73 lat w Madrycie. ---.filmweb.pl

download (mp3 @320 kbs):
